In Haggai, it says, from this day, the 24th day of the ninth month, the 
foundation of the temple was laid.  God said, "From this day, I will 
bless you."  The ninth month of the Jewish calendar, in our calendar, is 
December.  The people returning from captivity in Babylon were 
rebuilding Solomon's temple.  It had sat vacant for at least 70 years. 
Probably more.  Any building without attention for that long needs much 
reconstruction.  Haggai 2:18-23.   This was certainly a promise, for 
that time.  God said, you are rebuilding the temple, there fore I will 
bless you.  This was a good day. 
 
But it looks to me like a hidden prophecy of the coming of Jesus. 
Certainly He blessed us with the birth of Jesus, The Holy Baby.  And all 
the things that would happen as a result of His coming.  If He was slain 
before the foundation of the world, Rev 13:8, then He was also born 
before the foundation of the world.
